	Research- Kara provided an update on the research group, which is awaiting delegation from CSA or ATA. Pre-season training requirements are on hold pending further progress from CSA and related groups.

	







Committee Updates Continued:
	ICSM- Kara and BJ: 
ICSM Awards:  Working group is currently reaching out to award winners.  The Working Group has also put forth a proposal to rename the New Horizon Award the “Doug Boersma New Horizon Award” in honor of our former ICSM member.  This will go to the Board of Directors later this month.

The ICSM-EPC-CAC collaboration project has an additional meeting today.  We have identified focus group questions and will be discussing the next steps of identifying the focus groups.  Our goal is to begin the focus group surveys in May.  Overall goal of the project is submitted for publication via JAT on our findings.  Questions relating to recruitment and retention of collegiate athletic training.
2-year institution ATLAS Project:  Jared Brown and I met with NATA office earlier this week.  We are going to begin a project to identify 2-year institutions who do or do not have an AT and create a map similar to the ATLAS project the secondary school district did years back, ATLAS Survey and Maps | Korey Stringer Institute (uconn.edu)
AMCIA/College University Value Model Working group did not meet in March due to winter championships and spring break schedules but meet again in April.  We are finalizing the research components of the project. 
Reminder that we do have a presentation at NATA.  Location, time and day will be published with final Symposium schedule.  Topic is “Identifying, Understanding and Integrating Technology Within the Sports Medicine”
Jennifer with the D1 group has identified some projects to begin working on shortly. 1) NIL-guide and resources on how to navigate NIL, considerations for healthcare providers. 2) How to help guide navigating NCAA Insurance, 3) Best Practices and Implementation of Sports Science and 4) PHI Considerations
Beginning interviews for ICSM Ex. Chair, Div. 1 Chair, and DII Chair.  They will shadow the corresponding Chairs until our terms end in June 2025.  Will be interviewing for Big 12, Big East and NAIA positions when Chair positions are finalized. 

Awards- Raeann provided updates on changes to the AT of the Year and Al Ortolani Scholarship awards.
· Athletic Trainer of the Year: Now includes ATs employed by health systems but working at NAIA institutions. Credentialing requirements have been re-worded to be inclusive of all certification requirements.

· Al Ortolani Scholarship: Simplified the application process to reduce workload, aiming for more nominations. Updated questions for better responses.
Volunteer Call: Seeking one additional volunteer for the Awards Committee, who does not need to be a board member but must be an AT at an NAIA institution.

Championships Review- Lynsey: Most Championship Emergency Action Plans (EAPs) have been submitted, with one still pending. A facility plan was received for Flag Football, but the official NAIA EAP form is still awaited.
