	Call to Order

	Research (Presented by Kara)
No significant updates, but the committee is working on an FAQ document about CPR/AED legislation, created with input from Chesney.

	Committee Updates Continued:
	ICSM (Presented by Kara)
The ICSM resource sheet was recently distributed. The "Value Model AMICA" document is on track for release at NATA, with another meeting scheduled for Friday.


Awards (Presented by Raeann)
ICSM award nominations are now due in early March.

Championships Review (Presented by Lynsey)
Most winter sports Emergency Action Plans (EAPs) are submitted, with two still outstanding. The committee is reviewing them to ensure compliance.

Old Business:
	
Lightning Policy- NAC Vote Update (Presented by Pete)
The updated lightning proposal suggested streamlining the policy by adopting the most current research on lightning safety, which indicated a 10-mile radius as the most appropriate safety standard, instead of using the current range of 8-10 miles.

Despite strong backing and comprehensive research, the proposal was voted down by the NAC, with some members arguing for a shorter distance based on regional factors (e.g., mountainous areas or specific venue conditions).

Discussion Points:
· Members expressed disappointment with the vote, suggesting that more thorough preparation might be needed in future proposals to address concerns more effectively.
· Possible workaround might be to include lightning shelter locations on the venue maps, allowing hosts to specify where participants should go in the event of lightning.


	 Other Business: 
	NAIA Updates (Presented by Sara)
New medical partnership with Medco: 
A new medical championship partnership with Medco has been established, replacing Henry Schein. This partnership will focus on in-kind donations of medical supplies for NAIA National Championships. Institutions are encouraged to consider Medco for their school-year medical supply needs.

Request for content: 
The "Learning Hub" on NAIA Connect includes educational content for ATs, SIDs, and administrators. ATs are encouraged to submit their best practices, policies, videos, and resources for inclusion. Acceptable formats include PDFs, MP3s, videos, and podcasts. HTML links should be converted to PDFs. 

· Members suggested creating a one-pager for new NAIA ATs (what to know) and then link to the ATA Manual.


Head ATC Support at Women’s Wrestling: 
The Champs Manager for Women’s Wrestling reported challenges in finding a head ATC for the National Championship. Pete’s group handles the men’s championship, but managing both events for two weeks is a difficult ask.

· Raeann raised concerns about medical requirements, including sourcing 2 doctors, 2 trainers, and providing supplies, with low pay rates: $25/hour for doctors and no pay for trainers. She noted challenges in finding ATs willing to work under these conditions.

· Sara will reach out to Bruce and Visit Wichita to address the issue.

Championship Post AT Survey- Fall Championships:
A total of 28 responses were received from events across multiple sports, including cross country, football, men’s and women’s soccer, and women’s volleyball. Most responses came from women’s volleyball, followed by soccer.

· Overall feedback was positive, but more clarity is needed regarding pre-event meetings for traveling ATCs.
